MINUTES

Meeting was called to order by Manuel Ugues at 8:50 a.m.  Christine DesRosier, Family Counseling Center and Brandy Cole, Center Intern, were introduced by Manuel.

February 10, 2010 minutes were read.  On a motion by John Owen, second by Diane Lowrance, the minutes were approved.

Under Old Business, Manuel went over the goals/efforts of the Action Committees.  He re-iterated the importance of the champion role for ownership of each effort.  Discussion on upcoming presentation on the US Census; Vangie Chapa will provide a presentation.

Under New Business, discussion on the State of the City Address.  Several members attended.  Although there was no mention of social or economic impact of the non-profit industry in the Address, the video did have shots of Goodwill and Metro Ministries.  Diane Lowrance proposed that the EDC develop an approach of “how can we help the City meet its’ goals?”  Rosa Pizza talked about a meeting with the new Police Chief who stated “we cannot arrest our way out of homelessness and panhandling.”   The Chief has committed to working with organizations and businesses in the Uptown Neighborhood Alliance, which will be an opportunity for non-profit and EDC exposure.

Chris DesRosier asked about efforts of the EDC to outreach to all non-profit organizations.  She said she was not aware of the organization until a recent invitation.

Joe Martinez’ Membership sub-committee should incorporate strategies for outreach.

Janna Shoe (2-1-1) will be asked to provide a list of all the local non-profits.  Chris 

volunteered Brandy to assist with that project.  The HIP meeting is tomorrow at 11 a.m. and is attended by several non-profit agencies. 

Assignments for the March meeting:

1.  each member will bring to the meeting two areas in which his/her organization best fits/meets the goals of the City of Corpus Christi.  The individual organization’s top two will be consolidated into a group statement of alignment with City goals and should address the question posed by Diane Lowrance.  This will be a group effort at the next meeting;

2.  Rosa will confirm Vangie’s presentation; and

3.  Manuel will secure potential dates to meet with Mayor Adame.

Meeting will be held at Coastal Bend Center for Independent Living, 1537 Seventh Street beginning at 8:30.
